Proceed towards and through Hatfield Heath and continue on A1060 through White Roding to Leaden Roding(6.2m), right at Mini Roundabout (Keep to the left of marked circle) and follow A1060 to roundabout at Lordship Road where TURN (Care) (13.2m) and retrace outward route to Hatfield Heath and FINISH (TL 52608 14936) past Church and 3yards after corner of Green (25.0m).

Note: At finish, Cars cannot be parked on green now due to bollards all around but can be parked opposite.

Size of Warning Signs (where specified) relates to the size of the triangle i.e.

6oomm (overall dimensions of sign 34” x 24”)

750mm (overall dimensions of sign 44” x 33”)

where not specified then a 360mm sign (overall dimensions of sign 24” x 19”), or larger, may be used.
· All Marshals, and officials at start and finish should be supplied with and wear high visibility jackets.
· All warning signs should be placed at least 100 yards before the relevant hazard. At junctions where traffic joins the course then the sign should be placed immediately before the junction.
