Start at end of bus stop layby by Cricklade RFC gate on B4040 west of A419.
Take first exit on RaB signed Cirencester; join the A419.
Take sliproad to Airfield RaB, signed Cirencester Industrial Area / Stroud, A419.

Turn right at RaB, 3rd exit, to rejoin A419 eastbound Swindon / Cricklade.
Leave dual carriageway at Cricklade; first exit RAB (junction with B road), finish at lamp post 238 just past RaB.

Please note: A large part of this course is a dual carriageway and if the weather is poor the visibility deteriorates quickly. The event will be delayed or cancelled if there is a danger to riders.

Start Description

Start is in the bus stop of the North side of the road (for traffic eastward), bus stop between the two roundabouts to the east of Cricklade on the B4040, the exit roundabout for the A419 DC, and the next roundabout on the edge of Cricklade. The start is in line with the eastern edge of the drain cover in the middle of the bus stop, almost immediately opposite lamp post #32.

Finish Description

Finish after the slip road, on the Cricklade exit of the A419 DC travelling south.  Cross the bridge and take second exit to Cricklade.
The finish is after Calcutt Street crosses the River Key by lamppost #238.
