	Course Description:    This is a 25 mile TT using an “out and back” course on the A811. The start is immediately after the junction with Kersebonny Road. Riders head west along A811 through Kippen roundabout, pass through Arnprior and perform a dead turn immediately before a road island at the east end of Buchlyvie. Return is back along A811 through Kippen Roundabout and continue back to finish at large oak tree 1/8th mile before original start, on opposite side of the road.



	Traffic Flows: This is a single carriageway with traffic travelling in with riders. Visibility is generally good with usually adequate passing opportunity for cars. Main areas of caution where more interaction with traffic is anticipated is at Kippen roundabout and the “dead turn” at road island. There are a few minor road junctions with good visibility for drivers and riders.
