Continue on this road for 14.2km to the next roundabout. Take the 4th exit and retrace route onto the A429. After 5.4km turn left onto minor road, continue on this road for 5.8km to T-junction and turn left onto A419. Continue to roundabout (1.2km) and take the 3rd exit to retrace steps onto the A419. Continue on this road for 10.4km and turn left back into the driveway of Cirencester Deer Park School. Continue up the drive to finish (37.6km).
