Continue to take left turn (B4055) direction Northwick [5.5 miles] 

Continue over M4 road bridge to turn right [distance 6.3 miles] to continue on the B4055 direction Pilning 

to turn left [distance 6.7 miles] in to Bank Road. 

Continue to turn left at junction with Pilning Street [7.6 miles] direction Awkley, and finish at field gateway immediately before motorway bridge [GR597859]. [10.03 miles].
