1. The use of a vehicle for the timekeeper(s) at start and finish is where appropriate and is only identified as an example for the action to be taken 
2. The small junctions or entrances to farms/ facilities (garages, restaurants, etc) that are not identified in this risk assessment have been considered, however are not considered significant to pose a risk and therefore have not been noted. 
3. Observers are optional on this course as all may be replaced by Cycle Event Warning signs as riders have priority over all joining traffic and speeds should be low.
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This document remains live and any changes to the items listed above or new hazards/risk that arise should be notified to the district committee at the earliest opportunity.
