START (GR 788025) on B1418 at Bicknacre in lay-by by Phone Box approx. 100 yds south of Post Office.

Proceed south through Woodham Ferrers to take 1st exit at RAB (B1012), then taking 1st exit at Saltcoats RAB to continue on B1012. At top of hill turn left SP “Cold Norton” and proceed to Cold Norton where left into Hackmans Lane. Proceed through Cock Clarks to turn left at cross-roads into Slough Lane then left at T junction into White Elm Rd (B1418), then left at T junction by Swan PH at Bicknacre and continue to complete lap of 11.14 miles. FINISH (GR 789029)  opposite TP 272 approx. 150 yds before junction with B1418.

NOTE: 
1 lap event finishes 0.3 miles before end of 1st circuit, distance = 10.84 miles


2 lap event finishes 0.3 miles before end of 2nd circuit, distance = 21.98 miles

NOTES:
All Marshals should be supplied with high visibility marshalling jackets.
