	START (GRTL752002) at the ‘blind summit’ sign adjacent to the junction of Southend Road (old A130) and Church Road, proceed to West Hanningfield where turn left into Middlemead (M). Continue to South Hanningfield where turn left at junction with South.Hanningfield Road continuing to junction with old A130 at Rettendon where left.  Proceed north on old A130 to turn left (SP West Hanningfield). Continue to West Hanningfield  to complete first circuit to  FINISH (GR TQ 759993)at metal drain cover at entrance to field adjacent to property ‘Silver Ash’ approx 50 yards before the 40mph speed restriction sign.
The course may be used for up to 4 laps. Use Course No. E39/06b regardless of number of laps.

· Size of Warning Signs (where specified) relates to the size of the triangle i.e.

600mm (overall dimensions of sign 34” x 24”)

750mm (overall dimensions of sign 44” x 33”)

where not specified then a 360mm sign (overall dimensions of sign 24” x 19”), or larger, may be used.

All Marshals, and officials at start and finish should be supplied with and wear high visibility jackets.

Marshals are ONLY specified when there is a safety need. Event Organisers should use their discretion to post Marshals at other points when they are required solely to direct riders.
