At the Barnack Memorial Cross turn left onto Walcot Road, in the direction of Ufford.  Proceed along this road past the 'Hills and Holes'.  Continue past the junction to Ufford to Southorpe village.  Continue through Southorpe village to the T-junction with the Langley Bush Road, from Southey Woods.  Turn left at this junction.  Continue along Langley Bush Road for approximately 2 miles to finish opposite the entrance to Southey Woods car park.
