	START (TL 944195) on Birch Street 30 yards South of Pudding Lane .  Continue on Birch Street to turn left onto Lower Road (0.3 Miles).  Stay on Lower Road to turn left, with great care, onto B1022 (0.5 Miles).  Continue South on B1022 going through Tiptree and Great Totham to Heybridge to turn left at roundabout onto B1026 (10.8 Miles).  Continue through Goldhanger and Tolleshunt D’Arcy until reaching former ‘Kings Head’ public house where turn left to stay on B1026 (19.4 Miles).  Continue on B1026 as its bears right at Staffords Corner (20 Miles).  Stay on B1026 going over the reservoir, passing Layer Church and the waterworks to turn left into Birch Road at junction by Layer Fox public house (23.3 Miles).  Continue on Birch Road (becomes Garlands Road) to go past Pudding Lane to FINISH (TL 948188) just before the road bears right
