	Course Description:    P304E 25 mile (40.1km) course.  HQ and toilets at car park Ringwood town centre main car park (SU 14737 05399).  START  (SU1637 03205)  opposite farm gate  20 metres before TP8. Proceed North to the staggered crossroads, left on Moortown Lane to junction with B3347 where left onto B3347. Proceed south via Avon and  Bisterne to the Sopley one way system. Continue through the one way system to exit on B3347 towards Winkton. Just past the left hand bend at the Fisherman's Haunt pub, take the left hand turn onto Burley Road, towards Bransgore . Continue via Bockhampton to the crossroads in Bransgore  where with care turn sharp left. Follow the Ringwood Road through Bransgore continuing through Shirley and North Ripley, past the FINISH to complete the first lap. Continue to junction with the road to North Kingston. Right, then bear left towards Crow. Pass the START as part of the second lap. Repeat circuit, but FINISH  at Brixey's Farm entrance (SU1633 0244)
From HQ to start: Distance approx 2.5km. Exit car park and turn right on the roundabout (3rd exit) to take the B3347 towards Sopley/Christchurch. Follow B3347 across mini roundabout, then a further mini roundabout (Lidl). Proceed on past the fuel station where left onto Moortown Lane. Right at the staggered crossroads and find the start after 500m. 
Safe route back : From the finish, head on to Long Lane (do not follow the course as it turns right) being aware of competitors completing a second lap. Follow the road for  approx 1.5km past Ringwood football ground to turn left at junction with Moortown Lane. At Moortown Lane turn right on to Christchurch Road and follow B3347 back to Ringwood town centre and HQ. Approx 3km

Toilets are available at the HQ.



	Traffic Flows: Evening traffic flows are low on most of the course during event times. Marshals at Fisherman's Haunt turn and Bransgore crossroads. It is advised not to use the course for Saturday events due to traffic levels at the Bransgore shops.


	Course/Event History:  P304E and P304W courses have been re-assessed. A number of events have been run for many years on all roads used by the course. A number of variants of the course have been used including the alternative P304S course which is no longer used.
