	Course Description:
Start at (51.82754,-2.377666) on the Northbound A48 at Chaxhill, at the junction with an unnamed road approximately 200m North of the entrance to the Severn & Wye Smokery. Proceed North on the A48 to the roundabout at Highnam Court (5.00 miles). Make a U-turn at the roundabout to proceed South on the A48 (back toward the start). Finish at drain cover opposite farm shop sign (10.06 miles).

Traffic counts performed on the course on 3rd November 2020 (Tuesday evening).
19:00 – 19:10: Northbound (outbound) = 258 units/hr; Southbound (return) = 402 units/hr
