Go through Layer Breton, Birch and Orpens Hill to junction with B1022 , where turn sharp left (GREAT CARE).  Proceed through Tiptree, Great Totham North and Great Totham South, to Heybridge  turning left onto B.1026 at Triangle roundabout. Continue through Goldhanger and Tolleshunt D'Arcy to Little Wigborough to FINISH at Field entrance opposite Junction of Copt Hall Lane. (GRTL978156)



· Size of Warning Signs (where specified) relates to the size of the triangle i.e.

6oomm (overall dimensions of sign 34” x 24”)

750mm (overall dimensions of sign 44” x 33”)

where not specified then a 360mm sign (overall dimensions of sign 24” x 19”), or larger, may be used.

· All Marshals, and officials at start and finish should be supplied with and wear high visibility jackets.
· All warning signs should be placed at least 100 yards before the relevant hazard. At junctions where traffic joins the course then the sign should be placed immediately before the junction.
