	Course :  START (GR TQ909943) in Lambourne Hall Road adjacent to a field entrance marked “Sprucewood”, 12 yds east of telegraph pole No.5, and 13 yds west of metal lamp-post No.25 . Proceed east onto Creeksea Ferry Road, to TURN in the road at the entrance to Essex Marina (M)  2.17 miles. Retrace west to turn left at the junction with Lambourne Hall Road (M) 3.94 miles. Continue through Ballards Gore onto Apton Hall Road/Brays Lane to turn at roundabout at junction with Shires Way, Ashingdon (M)  7.17 miles. Retrace east to FINISH (GR 910937) in Creeksea Ferry Road approximately 1/3rd mile south of the junction with Lambourne Hall Road, at a point in line with a position halfway between the 6th and 7th cats eyes south of a concrete BT inspection cover (10.00 mi)

750mm (overall dimensions of sign 44” x 33”)
