Turn left into Church Lane and 100m after crossing M4 Motorway bridge turn right across road into The Green. Continue North West to Little Somerford along The Idover Lane. Turn left by bus shelter in Little Somerford. Continue towards Great Somerford. In Great Somerford turn left into Dauntsey Road. Continue to finish 10m before junction of Church Lane and the Green at Dauntsey.

	Notes
1. The small junctions or entrances to farms/ facilities (garage,.eatery, etc) that are not identified in this risk assessment have been considered, however are not considered significant to pose a risk and therefore have not been noted. 

Riders should be notified of:

2. Left turn at Swallet Gate can be slippery as wet and if taken tight to corner riders may come close to centre line of road

3. Right turn after M4 bridge where corner must not be “cut” as drivers on joining road cannot see riders approaching as driver approaches junction where they must give way

4. Bend when Dauntsey Road becomes Church Lane is slippery when wet and also riders should not cut the corner.
