Start at top of Highridge Green in South Bristol, by the post box outside no 135 Highridge Road. 
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Proceed up Highridge road to the junction with Dundry Lane, turn sharp left 
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and continue through the village passing the church and graveyard. Follow Dundry Lane past Dundry Church and Dundry Inn (the road changes name to Church Lane). Finish 50m past the Dundry Inn midway between the Dundry Inn and Beechcroft Road.
