	Course Description:  Start on the B3151 (Somerton Road) at the grassed area just beyond the entrance the private entrance to Millfield School, Chindit Avenue, Street, Somerset, BA16 0RQ, Grid Ref ST48992 35856. The course follows the B3151 to Marshalls Elm cross roads(priority), where riders turn left onto Reynald’s Way and continue until the left turn (priority) onto Sub Road Butleigh riders continue along this road where they have priority until left turn onto Keen’s Elm where they finish just before the rear entrance to Milfield school distance is 7.041 miles. The start area has sufficient space for traffic to pass safely without causing obstruction, and there are no issues with visibility.




	Traffic Flows: There are no turns, narrowing’s, traffic calming or right turns on this course, the route does not use any major roads.  The Traffic flows in both directions on the B3151, Reynald’s Way & Sub Road. Riders follow a clockwise direction and have priority at all turns.




	Course/Event History:  I understand that the course was used during the early 1990’s the course was originally 8 miles, then as there no traffic calming measures, crossings or traffic lights.  The course was no longer used when these were introduced.  The new proposed course avoids the above measures, and is a good alternative with a low traffic count, and good visibility.
