	Course Description: 
Start: MJ Church Entrance (///petted.trackers.flexed) on A420 head West to left turn (///whirlwind.insurance.surfed) onto B4039 for Yatton Keynell. Continue on B4039 to Acton Turville where turn left (///centuries.marsh.manages) onto Tormarton Road, which then becomes Acton Turville Road.  At Tormarton turn left (///navy.month.Friday) onto Church Road through Tormarton onto Marshfield Road and then Shire Hill and again Tormarton Road to A420 junction where turn left (///stumble.questions.deck) and past start. 

Repeat course to finish on Tormarton Road before A420 at CE Davis entrance (///plantings.vowed.rats).

If HQ is at Marshfield riders should ride in single file along road from HQ to start  as this is part of the course and later start numbers will have racers overtaking them

	Junction is a ‘Y’ type requiring riders to ‘Give Way’ to the right immediately after leaving A420 and is more acute than a ‘T’ type junction.

	Cycle Event warning signs on vehicular approaches.  Warning on start sheet: Be prepared to Give Way to the Right and do not carry too much speed into the corner.

	Potential for parked cars in Villages on B4039

	Warning on start sheet. Riders should be vigilant and keep their heads up.

	Left Turn at Acton Turville
	Acton Turville Post Office just after left turn, potential for parked or slow moving cars and pedestrians in road - restricted visibility.

	Observer; (optional, riders have right of way and visibility is good)
Cycle Event warning signs in verge opposite shop.  Warning on start sheet. Take the corner at a sensible speed and be prepared to brake. 

	
	
	


	e)  Acton Turville to Tormarton

	Left turn at cross roads
	Very low traffic counts.
	L/M
	Cycle Event warning sign on road opposite the road into which the riders turn.

	Sharp left bend in road within village.
	Sharp and blind left turn on steady descent, parked cars after bend. Side road joins on right.

	Warning on start sheet. Cycle Event warning sign facing side road placed in Grass verge on inside of bend. Left direction arrow also placed in verge.

	Descent into Broadmead Brook Valley (Shire Hill) and narrow bridge
	Fast descent, poor forward visibility (caused by shadows or sun glare depending on conditions), road narrows. Grit build up after wet weather.

	Warning on start sheet. Riders instructed to keep left.

	Left turn onto A420
	Left turn onto main road

Riders must give way to traffic from the right

	Finish by CE Davis entrance
	Road Users – riders performing U turns after the finish

	Warning on start sheet not to perform ‘U’ turns at the finish. Also a note to be aware of surroundings and other road users at the finish.

Event HQ is straight on from the finish so there is no need to perform a U turn

	
	
	



	Notes
1. The use of a vehicle for the timekeeper(s) at start and finish is where appropriate and is only identified as an example for the action to be taken 
2. The small junctions or entrances to farms/ facilities (garage, eatery, etc) that are not identified in this risk assessment have been considered, however are not considered significant to pose a risk and therefore have not been noted. 
3. The course should not be used on public bank holiday weekends or when there are major local events. E.g. Castle Combe
