	START: at At junction of access road and B3133 just South of  junction with Kenn street (Yatton side of Kenn Green).
	Traffic passing riders awaiting to start.  
	LOW
	Riders well off carraigeway - good visibility to oncoming traffic. 

“Cycle Event” sign on Clevedon side of Kenn Green approx 50m before start.
Two start officials will manage rider start process waering hi-vis bibs. 

Pre-start briefing to riders in the event of specific course hazards such as roadworks, road damage (potholes etc) or weather related hazards.
Riders wear CTT approved race numbers.
Riders attention raised to traffic movement at start and held from starting until adequate gap in traffic flow.

	Railway bridge N of Bridge Inn. Road bears left at brow of bridge.

	Can be queueing traffic in direction riders travel and traffic entering route from right at brow of bridge

	Riders need to take normal care

	Roundabout edge of Yatton
	Traffic entering B3133 from right. Can be queing traffic in direction riders travel.
	Med
	Visibility good at entry to roundabout. Riders need to take normal care keeping in left hand lane across roundabout.
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	3.0 miles
	Mini Roundabout on edge of Yatton

	Traffic entering from right. Can be queing traffic in direction riders travel.

	Med
	Visibility poor -  riders need to take care and reduce speed to anticipate traffic entering roundabout.
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	3.2miles
	Turn left into Kenn Moor Road

90deg turn. Cars can be parked after turn reducing space.
	Left turn. Riders could turn into traffic passing parked cars – need to ensure stay to left
	Med
	Visibility poor - riders need to take care and stay left at turn to anticipate reduced space and oncoming traffic after turn.
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	4.5 miles
	Turn left into Davis Lane
	Pass over narrow bridge before entering side road before junction with Davis Lane. Road narrows and potential for oncoming traffic. Care needed. Riders need to stay left.
	Med
	Visibility poor – riders need to take care and reduce speed to anticipate reduced space and oncoming traffic.
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"Cycle Event" sign to warn traffic entering course on Kenn Pier Green before junction with Davis Lane.
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	5.5 miles
	Turn left into B3133
	Left turn onto main Clevedon to Yatton road. Higher traffic counts anticipated but wider road than other parts of the course.
	Med
	Entering wider road - visibility fairly good. Riders need to take normal care, reducing speed to anticipate oncoming traffic from right.
"Cycle Event" sign on B3133 to alert traffic prior to junction with Davis Lane.

	Pass start 
	Repeat 1.5, 2.5, 3.0 and 3.2 miles actions
	
	

	10 Miles
	FINISH on Kenn Moor road about 100 yards before junction with Kenn Street just after parked/abandoned Land Rover.

	Only time keeper and assistant at finish
	LOW
	Riders instructed to ride on after finish and not return to finish area.  Wait approx. 100m after turning into Kenn street for results. Riders to keep off road as far as possible at results area allowing sufficient space for passing traffic. Finishing riders and officials will be offered a biscuit. 


	NOTES:

1.     The use of a vehicle for the timekeeper(s) at start and finish is where appropriate and is only identified as an example for the action to be taken

2.    The small junctions or entrances to farms/ facilities (garage, eatery, etc) that are not identified in this risk assessment have been considered, however are not considered significant to pose a risk and therefore have not been noted.
