Proceed in a westerly direction following the road for approximately 1.7 miles to Bannister Green where take left turn (M) at Birch House, Bannister Green on to Bannister Green Road following it on to Burnstie Road. At the T junction at the end of Burnstie Road (M) turn left on to Cock Green Road and continue along the road for 2.2 miles to Horsnells Corner (M) where turn left onto Horsnells Cor, and follow the road to the T junction with Moulsham Hall Lane (M) Turn left onto Moulsham Hall Lane and follow the road through Willows Green onto Bartholomew Green Road and then School Lane to the FINISH (TL 72600 21963) at the top of the Bridge over the A120 adjacent to the CCTV Camera. (6.7Miles)
