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WEEKEND REGULATIONS 
· Please be patient with us – things may change, but we will try our best😊
· Life is slowly beginning to get back to normal but if competitors feel unwell in any way or if family members have any Covid or other virus symptoms, then please do not attend.

· For signing-on the clubrooms at Gerry Square (as noted on the front cover) will be open.
· There will be numbers available for riders – they are UCI sized and will fit in skinsuit pockets. 

· There is a single occupancy toilet at the clubrooms that will be open during the sign-on.
· The clubrooms will be available for changing etc if required.
· Do not warm-up/cool-down on the course during the events.
· Be aware of your start time – late arrivals are hassle for the timekeepers
· There will be no Pusher Off at any events. Riders to be prepared to clip in by themselves.
· Riders should ride through the finish area and not stop or gather in this area.

· There will be post-race refreshments back at the clubrooms. 
· Results and prizegiving will not read out after the events but will shared online asap.

WEEKEND PRIZES
· Prizes are on the normal “One-person-one-prize” basis.

· Additional Overall Prizes for Competitors in all 3 events.

· Details of prizes will be announced prior to the event and will include overall prizes.
Please note that in time trials riders’ start at one-minute intervals & MUST RIDE UNPACED: the onus is on the overtaken rider to fall back 20yds before any attempt to overtake. 
 
Please ride with care.  Riding under CTT regulations requires a FLASHING RED REAR LIGHT as a mandatory requirement – NO LIGHT NO RIDE.
There will be 5-4-3-2-1 Miles-to-go boards for the “25” and “10” events.
