The terrain is mixed with some
minor climbs and twisty descents.

Race Headquarters this year will be at the New
Winton Village Hall [same as last year] which is
approximately 4-miles from the start/finish.
Due to roadway resurfacing at New Winton
parking is limited. Additional parking is
available in Pencaitland which is a good option
midway between the Village Hall and the start/
finish.

Sign-on will open at 8:00a.m. with the first
team setting off at 9:00a.m. and subsequent
teams released at 2 minute intervals.
