Entry Eligibility 

To be eligible for Championship awards, riders must be paid-up VTTA members at the closing 

date for entries and have linked their online VTTA and CTT accounts so their VTTA 

membership number can be checked by the organiser on the entry list. Riders who are aged 

39, but who will be aged 40 by the day of the Championship, may apply to the 

Championship organiser to be included on condition that they will have completed an online 

membership application prior to the day of the championship which the organiser, or NEC 

rep, can check.

It is hoped to determine a VTTA Championship result as soon as possible after the last rider 

has finished and then to present the jerseys and medals at the HQ. We will keep you 

informed, so please wait for the presentation if at all possible. We accept that it will have 

been a long day for riders, helpers and officials, but please be patient. 

Medals used after the event are dummies for the presentation and must be returned upon 

conclusion. The formal championship medals will be distributed at the end of the year via 

your VTTA group, most of whom will present them at their local awards function.
