
The “basic” details for the Closed-Circuit Championship at Goodwood Motor Circuit 
 

The Circuit is just outside Chichester West Sussex PO18 0PH. 

We will be open at 07:30 with Reception open at 08:00 at the “Jackie Stewart Suite”, warming up on the 

track will be between 08:00 & 08:55.  The first rider will be off at 09:01 (No.2) all at 30 second intervals. 

The day’s events will close at 17:00. 

The Schedule is as follows: 

Event 1: Juniors, 4 & a bit laps = 10 miles.  Awards, Jerseys for the two Overall Gender Winners plus 1st, 

2nd & 3rd Medals for overall.  Then Age Group winner’s medals 

Event 2: Women, 4 & a bit laps = 10 miles.  Awards, Jersey for the Overall Winner, plus 1st, 2nd & 3rd 

Medals for overall, plus Age Group winner’s medals 

Event 3: Open, 4 & a bit laps = 10 miles. Awards, Jersey for the Overall Winner, plus 1st, 2nd & 3rd Medals 

for overall, plus Age Group winner’s medals 

Event 4: Para, 4 & a bit laps = 10 miles.  Awards, Jersey for the Overall Winner, plus 1st, 2nd & 3rd Medals 

for overall, plus whatever on the sliding scale of some devious calculations. 

Event 5: Youths 15 & no Lower Age Limit (Road Bikes Only), 3 & a bit laps = 7.6 miles. 

Awards, Jerseys for the two Overall Gender Winners plus 1st, 2nd & 3rd Medals for overall, then Age Group 

winner’s medals. 

We finish the morning events with the Heritage Bikes Event. 

The afternoon Programme starts with the, “One Lap Wonder Sprint”, The 2-up Team Time Trial, 

The Tandem Event, 4-up Road Bike Team Trial, 4-up Team Time Trial, then the Chaos of the 4-Rider Team 

Relay
