763430 Start at a point at the end of the lay-by on the south side of the A31, just after the 400 

yards to single lane sign, as the lay-by begins to narrow.

 Join the A31 and continue to the Holybourne roundabout.  
736403   Circle the roundabout and take the third exit back onto the A31 to retrace, going 

through Froyle and along the Bentley by-pass to continue past the Bull to the 
Coxbridge roundabout at the junction with the A325 (Turn)

828459   Circle the roundabout and take the fourth exit back onto the A31 to retrace past the 
start point (14.294 miles) to go along the Bentley by-pass to the Holybourne 
roundabout (Turn)

736403   Holybourne roundabout. (Turn) 16.733 
828459   Coxbridge roundabout. (Turn) 23.976 
736403   Holybourne roundabout. (Turn) 31.067

736403   Holybourne roundabout. (Turn) 45.361 
794441 Continue along the A31 past the Bentley turn off to a point 24 yards after the 600 

yards to single lane sign (five uprights on the armco or two cats eyes back from the 
national speed limit sign) where FINISH.

DC Regulations 
. 
Riders’ numbers will be issued from the event headquarters. 
 
No vehicles, except those of the timekeepers’, shall be parked at the start or finish. 
 
To reach the headquarters at the Bentley Memorial Hall. Riders must only cross over to the other side of the A31 
by using one of the breaks in the Central Reservation provided for that purpose. Any person associated with the 
event that is observed crossing to the other side of the dual Carriageway by any other means will be reported to 
the Police and the London West District Committee of the CTT. 
 
For safety reasons, riders' hands MUST be on the widest part of the handlebar whilst rounding the 
Coxbridge Roundabout at the Farnham end of the A31. Those seen contravening this regulation will be 
reported to the Event Secretary and disqualified.
