Event Headquarters:  The school will be open from 05.30am on the Sunday Morning
Event Headquarters: Conyers School, Greens Lane, Yarm. TS15 9ET
Directions to Headquarters from A1M:  Turn off A1M at Dishforth junction, onto A168 signed, Thirsk/Teesside.  Continue on A168 northwards to join A19 towards Teesside. At A67 junction, sign posted Yarm, follow slip road to left to pass Kirklevington village.  At first roundabout, turn left and the school is on the right hand side of road.  The school is approximately 1.25 miles from the A19 
There is sufficient parking at Conyers School and in the adjoining car park.  Additional parking, if required is available through the traffic lights, just over the hump back bridge, on the left, in Yarm Station car park
By Train:  Yarm Station is approx 200yds from HQ.  It is on the York/Middlesbrough line.
Additional Facilities:  As the start of the event is in Crathorne village, some 3 miles from headquarters, the Crathorne Reading Rooms toilets (approx 100 yds from start) will be available from 6.00am until the last rider leaves at 9.00am
There is limited parking local to the start in Crathorne.  Please do not park in the village or near Reading Rooms.  Should you wish to park local to start, please use lane on right near start, which leads to bridge over the A19 and has good grass verges on both sides of the lane to park on
There is no available parking at the finish point.  The finish area is to be used only for the event official vehicles.  There are some areas where vehicles can be parked in the lanes, east and west, leading from the Trenholm Bar Bridge.
Please remember that except for the two turns, the A19 carriageway is a clearway, patrolled regularly by both North Yorkshire Police and Highways England, so please no stopping or handing up drinks on this road
Course T502/3 Description

As advised on the Cycling Time Trials web site, the course for the 2017 National 50 mile Championships has had to be changed due to resurfacing work being undertaken on the south end of the previously advised course. 
The new course is the T502/3 with details as follows:
Start at de-restriction sign at south end of Crathorne on old A19 (5 yds south of farm entrance) and proceed onto A19 southbound.  Continue on A19 to bear left off A19 signed Knayton ¼ ml, Borrowby 1¼ ml, (12.16mls)  Proceed up slip road to turn left over bridge crossing A19, to crossroads, where left to rejoin A19 northbound (12.8mls).  Continue northwards to take A67 slip road (25.72mls).  Turn right, with care, where bear right to junction at west end of bridge.  Turn right, with care, and proceed over bridge to join A19 southbound carriageway (26.5mls).  Continue south on A19, passing Tontine Hotel, to bear left off A19 signed Knayton ¼ ml, Borrowby 1¼ ml (39.5mls),  Proceed up slip road to turn left over bridge crossing A19, to crossroads, where left to rejoin A19 northbound (40.1mls).  Continue northwards passing the Tontine Hotel to finish at the Black Swan Junction/Trenholm Bar bridge (50mls).  Please Note: the finish is approx 2 miles south of start.
Directions from Conyers School to Start (approx 3 miles):
On exiting school TURN LEFT and proceed to roundabout where TAKE 3rd EXIT onto A67 and proceed south to bridge over A19.  pass over bridge and first TAKE RIGHT  turn onto unclassified lane, signposted Crathorne.  The start is through the village, at the de-restriction sign just after the left turning signposted Hutton Rudby.   

Directions from Finish back to Conyers School (approx 5 miles):

On passing the finish, riders should continue NORTH on A19 to A67 slip road and follow A67 to TAKE LEFT EXIT from 1st roundabout, where school is located approx 250yds on the right. 
     Numbers & Signing On

The headquarters will be open from 5:30am for signing on and number collection
Both body and arm numbers will be used
In accordance with Championship Conditions, only numbers provided by the organiser shall be used.  Body numbers should be fitted in accordance with Regulation 16 and arm numbers should be fitted to the upper arm with the number facing forward
The numbers provided to you will be yours to keep, as a memento of your participation in the 2017 Championship on Teesside
You need to ensure that you return, following your ride, to the signing out desk in the event headquarters to sign out.  You must sign in and out yourself.  Failure to sign out will result in a DNF being recorded against a rider’s name
All riders must personally make themselves available at the Headquarters following their ride, as they may be required for drug testing, if UKAD are in attendance

Refreshments will be available at the HQ from 5.30am
SAFETY MATTERS

In the Interests of your own Safety Cycling Time Trials and the event promoters strongly advise you to wear a HARD SHELL HELMET that meets an internationally accepted safety standard.  In accordance with regulation 15 all junior competitors must wear Protective Hard shell Helmets.

It is recommended that a working rear light either flashing or constant is fitted to the machine in a position visible to following road users and is active whilst the machine is in use.

In complying with the requirements of Highway England, no signage will be displayed on the A19 carriageway, however all major junctions leading onto the A19 will be appropriately signed to advise other road user that an event is taking place  

Marshals, wearing high visibility jackets, will be placed at all junctions to indicate directions to be followed.  They are not in place to interfere with traffic movement.  

When negotiating corners, especially at the turn off from the A19 at Knayton, please ensure that you do not cross the centre white line.  Non compliance with this request could lead to disqualification being considered.

Spectators are reminded that the A19 is a clearway and that the rules of the road should be observed.

As the headquarters and start are situated local to residential properties and bearing in mind the time of day these events takes place, please do not use turbo trainers to warm up on within 100 yards of these domestic properties
There shall be no U turns undertaken within sight of the start officials
