HEADQUARTERS and PARKING – NOTE NEW HQ!!!!!! OPEN from 14:00. 
Event HQ is the East Thirsk Community Hall, off Hambleton Place, THIRSK. YO7 1DS  HQ is just off 
old A19 (Long Street). Travelling North from A168/A19 roundabout under Thirsk by-pass, Hambleton 
Place is next right turn after the A170 Sutton Bank road roundabout. There are metal signs on lamp 
posts. Please park sensibly, and do not obstruct entrance to school. Do not park in front of house 
driveways in nearby estate. NO TURBO TRAINERS IN HQ AREA or within 100 metres of any 
occupied property (Yorks DC ruling). There is not a lot of parking at HQ, but there is a long layby at 
the start – Turbos can be used here. It would help with parking if riders could transfer to here after 
signing-on.  

Don’t forget to return number and SIGN OUT after your ride – NEW REG. 17(b). Failure to do so 
will result in rider being recorded as a DNF.  

SHOE-PLATES ARE NOT TO BE WORN IN MAIN HALL 
 

It is about 1.5 miles from HQ to the Start. Head south down Long Street, straight across large TI under 
the Thirsk by-pass (CARE – may encounter earlier starters turning right at this point). Continue 
south, on A19 (York), start is on right, about 1 mile further on. NOTE If on bike, DO NOT TURN RIGHT 
INTO LAY BY. A19 can be quite busy at times, continue about a quarter of a mile further on, to 
Bagby cross-roads, turning right into lane, before turning round to retrace to the start. 
 

There may be some over-lapping of riders on the section of course north of Thirsk. There will be 
Observers out on the course. Any reports of accompanied riding may result in disqualification 
of the riders involved, and possible further action by Yorkshire D.C. The onus lies with the 
overtaken rider to drop back in order to avoid accompanied riding.
