COURSE DETAILS



Start on the A377 in the lay by outside the entrance to Kings Nympton railway station at a point level with the railway station sign (GR SS169663). Proceed northwest passing through the Portsmouth Arms and Umberleigh to Bishops Tawton. NOTE: ROAD SURFACE APPROACHING UMBERLEIGH TOWARDS BISHOPS TAWTON IS BADLY POTHOLED. On entering Bishops Tawton take the second turning right after passing the garage. Take great care when crossing the traffic flow. Proceed through the village; THE ROAD IS TWO-WAY AND NARROW. Rejoin the A377 by turning left having approached the main road down a rapid descent. Retrace route through Umberleigh and Portsmouth Arms to finish approximately 1 mile short of the start. Finish at the Southern end of second long layby on the right hand side of the road after the Portsmouth Arms (SS183649).

In the interests of your own safety, Cycling Time Trials and the event promoters make it conditional for riders to wear a HARD SHELL HELMET for this race that meets an internationally accepted safety standard. No helmet no ride! It is recommended that a working rear light, either flashing or constant, is fitted to the bicycle in a position that is clearly visible to following road users and is active while the machine is in use.

Event officials must not seek to regulate or interfere with other traffic.

Riders waiting to start must do so 5 meters before the timekeeper; well to the left and in single file.

Paced and company riding-time trialling for beginners states that “when a competitor gets caught by another one the regulations require the overtaken rider to fall back to a distance behind the other one at least 50 yards is required”.

Riders must sign in AND out when returning their number. Failure to do so will result in a DNF.
