 Walpole Highway PE14 7QJ .The HQ is approx. 4.5 miles from the start but there are laybys on the old road, after the Coach and Horses that can be used, approx. 1 mile from finish.

To get to the start please turn right out of the gate to the village. Turn left after about 50 yards onto the ‘old road’ and follow that road out of the village, passing through Tilney st Lawence until you came to a short incline up to the flyover (make the most of it as it is the only hill you will see today!). Turn left at the T junction over the flyover and follow the road until you reach the roundabout and start. If you decide to go to the start via the dual carriageway, please ensure you only do that if you can reach the start before the event commences.

Numbers will be available from 07.00am from the HQ and not at the start. No parking at the start except officials. The Start is approx. 3 .5 miles from the start so allow plenty of time. There is a layby after the Coach and Horses if you wish to park nearer the start. Please do not use the start area as a toilet as we have had complaints in the past. The road off the start is a private road.
PLEASE TAKE GREAT CARE WHEN TURNING OFF THE DUAL CARRIAGEWAY TO THE FINISH AS IT ALMOST A U TURN. DO NOT GO ON THE OPPOSITE SIDE OF THE ROAD. YOU CAN LOOK ACROSS AT THE TURN ON THE WAY TO THE START.

START: At Clearway sign – Farm road at Shoreboat roundabout on A47 leading to westbound carriageway. (Approx. 5 miles southwest of King’s Lynn on the A47 at the junction of the road to Tilney High End).PROCEED to join A47 (dual carriageway) westbound and continue to Wisbech Little Chef Roundabout(petrol station) (A47/B198), (6.11 miles). Encircle roundabout taking 4th exit and retrace along A47 eastbound carriageway to Shoreboat roundabout (A47), (12.034 miles). Encircle roundabout taking 3rd exit onto westbound carriageway (A47). Repeat for 2nd lap. At Shoreboat roundabout take 1st exit to Tilney High End (CARE – Sharp left hand turn) to FINISH at end of 6th kerbstone west of L.P.39.

Please pin your number clearly where it can be seen and shout your number as you pass the finish timekeepers to help ensure your time and number can be recorded accurately. Number position will be shown on a laminate sheet next to the signing on form.
Att all competitors Please note that for 2017 all competitors are now required to PERSONALLY sign out on the sign out sheet when returning their number. Failure to do so will result in the competitor being recorded as DNF

In the interest of your own safety, Cycling Time Trials and the event promoters strongly advise you to wear a hard shell safety helmet that meets an internationally accepted safety standard. ALL Juniors and/or riders under the age of 19 years are required to wear a suitably approved helmet. The use of rear lights is recommended.
Cycling Time Trials and the Event Promoters strongly recommend that riders use a rear light either flashing or constant, visible to following road users and is active while the machine is in use.

LOCAL REGULATIONS

8. U Turns will not be permitted on course or roads adjacent to Start and Finish areas while the race is in progress. Any breaking of this regulation in the first case may mean disqualification from the event. Further cases will be referred to the district committee.

Definition:  A U Turn is defined as a 180 degree turn completed within the highway whilst astride the machine. (It is recommended that the rider(s) should dismount, check the road is clear in both directions, then, with machine walk across the road).

11. Numbers will be at the H.Q. and not at the start, and can be exchanged for a drink after the event.  Note: Riders will be required to sign on before receiving their number.

12. Warming up: No warming up along the course once an event has started.

15. Turbo trainers:  The use of turbo-trainers is banned at all events with a.m. start times.
