Headquarters, numbers & signing-on



The headquarters is located at GILBERDYKE WAR MEMORIAL HALL, Clementhorpe Rd, Gilberdyke HU15 2UG
Parking. The hall has a small car park. Please park considerately. Try to avoid parking on the road if possible
Numbers and signing-on will be in the hall. Toilets and changing facilities are also available in the hall. All riders must also sign out.
Warming Up - Please ensure that you warm up off the course. No Turbos within 50m of residents. 
No riders on the course other than for racing.
Please do not go past the start into South Cave to warm up (we have had complaints from the local council. regarding riders showing no regard for people in the village) Use the road that turns right over the A63 towards Brough, it is less busy. 
No U turns near the start. 
Do not pass the start time keeper other than to start your ride, once at the start wait on the pavement or in the gateway behind the timekeeper until being called to start (this is for safety reasons ). 
Riders are advised that The CTT district council will discipline any rider that is reported for riding in an unsafe manner, or who contravenes local regulations.

Getting to the start                        

The start is approx. 6.5 miles from the HQ. From HQ turn right on Main St, then follow road to main junction. Turn right, passing over bridge and then immediately right onto A63. After 6.2 miles turn left onto A1034 SP South Cave. At top of slip road, turn left, start is 100 yds on right. 
Course description 


START Start on the A1034, just south of South Cave village. Proceed south and immediately left onto the slip road to join the A63. Continue east along the A63 bear left at slip road signposted N Ferriby B1231 (4.10) miles Continue to the roundabout and take the 3rd exit (M62 Leeds Goole A63) continue to next roundabout (4.5 miles) take the 3rd exit (M62 Leeds Goole A63) to rejoin the A63.Continue west along the A63 to finish at a point near the end of the vehicle check lay by adjacent to the square drain cover (10miles)       
Safety
