The event this year was a close run thing with only 8 seconds separating the top 3 riders.
Congratulations go to Dr. Andrew Meilak (VeloRefined.com Aerosmiths), winning the Wigmore CC
25 for the first time. Andrew is no stranger to either the Q25/8 or the early season event that the
Wigmore CC promotes but is clearly going well this year, recording a personal best on the Chilham
course in 53m 51s. Second place went to Neil Lauder (PMR @ Toachim House), another frequent
competitor in our event with a time only 7 seconds behind Andrew with 53m 58s. Third place and
keeping his strong history of podium places was Peter Tadros (In-Gear Quickvit Trainsharp RT), 1
second behind Neil in 53m 59s.

In the ladies event, Jane Wiley (7-Oaks Tri) took top honours with a time of 1h 6m 51s, followed by
Emma Juden (San Fairy Ann CC) in 1h 10m 39s and Rebecca Wilson (Rye & District Wheelers CC) in
1h 13m 19s.

To the youth categories, where Samuel Painter from Wigmore CC was the fastest junior rider with a
time of 1h 4m 48s, beating Samuel Haymes (Dulwich Paragon CC) into second place with a time of
1h 7m 57s. With all these Sams, how anyone could think we had any Steves is beyond me! In the
juveniles category, a last minute DNS meant that Fabien Large (Direct Power Cycling Team) was the
sole and therefore uncontested winner of the category but with an impressive time of 1h 2m 36s
there is no denying that it was a deserved win.

In the veterans category, Andrew Meilak was back to claim more winnings with a vets standard time
of +14m 11s. Nick Wilson (Rye & District Wheelers) was second with +13m 25s and Peter Tadros
claiming third with +13m 16s.

The team prize this year went to Thanet RC. As well as being the most prolific team in the event with
16 riders, their fastest 3 riders — Nicholas Fennell, Bill Hawkes and Simon Henderson — were the
guickest team with a combined time of 2h 48m 53s. These riders featured highly in the overall
scratch places and the vets places and took home a grand total of 8 prizes among the them!

The Philbrook family donate a trophy to the event for the fastest member of the Wigmore CC as the
promoting club. Anthony Bee was the fastest rider home in 58m 33s and will duly take the trophy at
the end of the year.

As always, a big thank you to all of the timekeepers, marshals and supporters who helped to ensure
everything went ahead safely and smoothly. We have a core group of people who regularly support
this event, to whom | am extremely grateful, as without them | am sure we would be in danger of
not being able to run the event at all. Similarly, we also had some new faces joining us this year to
help with marshalling duties, which is important for the continued success of time-trialling.
