George Herbert Stancer OBE (1878 – 1962)

The George Herbert Stancer 10 Mile Time Trial Championship is named in tribute to a man of many talents. George Herbert Stancer or GHS as he was known, in his early years was a nationally renowned performer on both cycle and tricycle holding both titles & records. Throughout his career he was a leading administrator of the sport, taking over the presidency of the C.T.C. in 1920 at a time when the membership was only about 8,500. Almost from the day he took over the membership started to grow again, and he had the satisfaction of seeing it rise to over 50,000 before his retirement in 1945. GHS was also for several years editor of cycling magazine and he continued to be active in the sport until his death in 1962. After his death a trust fund was established with the aim of promoting and encouraging participation amongst the young. To this end the National Schools 10 mile championship was formed and later adopted by the RTTC in 1970 

EVENT information (A bit boring but very important for a successful event)

Arrival & Parking

Parking is available at the rear of the village hall and at the rear of the British Legion in Gidding Road. (Turn right out of the Headquarters then left into Gidding Road, Car Park is at the rear of the British Legion Club). Follow signs. Additional Overflow Car Parking at the Community Centre, follow signs. Please try not to park on the road outside the Headquarters.

Signing On & Race Numbers – at main Headquarters

All of this will be inside the Event Headquarters in the main hall. Please ensure that you  collect your number and sign the ‘Signing on Sheet’. No number or signing on, NO START will be allowed, so check that you have done both before starting for the start. Only numbers supplied by the organiser to be used.

Signing Out & Return of Numbers – to main Headquarters.

All of this will also be inside the Event Headquarters in the main hall. Please ensure that you return with your number and sign the ‘Signing out Sheet’. Failure to do this could result in you being classed as ‘did not finish’ and your time disallowed. As these numbers are Event Specific, you can then keep these as a souvenir.

Numbers

Please ensure that the rear body number is not folded and is clearly visible. The arm numbers must be in a forward facing position. If you can manage it, please clearly shout your number at the Finish 
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Rear Lights

It is recommended that a working rear light, either flashing or constant, is fitted to the machine in a position visible to following road users and is active whilst the machine is in use.

Hard Shell Helmets

In accordance with Regulation 15 all competitors must wear a properly affixed helmet, which must be of a hard/soft shell construction. Helmets should conform to a recognised Standard such as SNELL B95, ANSI Z90.4, AUS/NZS 2063:96, DIN 33-954, CPSC or EN 1078. It is your Responsibility, because NO HELMET, NO START. 

Clothing

You must wear either your First Claim Club’s clothing or plain clothing. Trade tops / shorts will not be allowed unless that is your registered clothing (as a Sponsored Club). (The inclusion of a manufacturer’s logo shall be permitted)

Starting Procedure

Riders will be held and released at the Start, not pushed. While waiting to start please keep well into the side.

Route to the Start

Turn left out of Headquarters and follow signs to turn left over the A1M then left to Start Area. 

TAKE CARE WHILE RIDING THROUGH SAWTRY VILLAGE

Route back to the Headquarters

Continue south to turn right over A1M then right again and then left into Green End Road back to Headquarters. AGAIN TAKE CARE THROUGH SAWTRY VILLAGE

Warming Up Area

All warming up must be done south of the start area, on the two roads south of the Toll Bar Roundabout, which is the Roundabout immediately before the start 

Spectators / Parking

There are numerous places to spectate around the course, but please be mindful of these young riders and cause no obstruction. No Parking will be allowed in the Start or Finish Area, other than the designated Officials and helpers.

Shower Facilities

There are unfortunately NO shower facilities available at the Race HQ.

Drugs and Drug Testing

This event may be subjected to a Doping Control. It is your responsibility to check. As soon as you have finished you should return to the event HQ, as it is your responsibility to check if you are required for Doping Control. Race numbers required for Doping Control will be displayed at the HQ adjacent to the result board. If your number is displayed you should report immediately to Doping Control which will be situated at the rear of the building next to the HQ, entrance through side gate.

Local Regulations and Risk Assessment 

**NO U-TURNS are allowed within sight of either the start or the finishing points.  Riders carrying out this dangerous manoeuvre are liable for DISQUALIFICATION from the event and further disciplinary action by the District Committee.

**Cambridgeshire Police stress that all competitors are made aware of the need for good behaviour and consideration towards other road users and local residents in order to avoid any complaints being received.

**You must observe the Highway Code and comply with traffic law and regulations. You must also ride in a manner that is safe for yourselves and all others, and must rely on your own ability and judgement in dealing with hazards, though every effort has been made to marshal the course and the position of ‘Event Aware’ signs, so as to minimise the risk, as required by the Course ‘Risk Assessment’. The onus is still on you the rider, so familiarise yourself with the course details
Good luck and trust you all have a good and trouble free ride.
