Headquarters 
 
Laughton Village Hall, Church Lane, Laughton BN8 6AH.  Laughton is on the B2124 between Ringmer and 
Golden Cross.  Turn south at the crossroads in the centre of the village, opposite the Roebuck PH.  The hall is 
200 yds on Right. 
 
The Start is about 10 minutes from the HQ.  Go back to the crossroads and turn LEFT towards Ringmer.  Follow 
the B2124 for approximately 2 miles to the START 
    
Numbers will be at the hall, which will be open from 0730hrs.  BOTH riders MUST sign for their number in 
accordance with CTT rules.  Both riders must sign-off on completion of the ride. 
 
Hazards:  Any additional hazards not listed on the Start Sheet will be displayed or advised at the Signing-On 
Point.  All competitors must take note of these details when they sign on.  
 
Times will be available at HQ.  No times will be given at the finish.         
 

There are toilets in the hall - please use them.  Anyone reported for misbehavior will be 
disqualified.

Helmets:  CTT regulations require the compulsory use of helmets for the under 18’s.  In the interest of your own 
safety, CTT and the event promoters strongly advise all competitors to wear a hard/soft shell helmet that meets 
internationally accepted safety standards. 
 
Competitors Machines: It is recommended that a working rear light, either flashing or constant, is fitted to the 
machine in a position clearly visible to following road users and is active while the machine is in use.
