Numbers will be available from 08.00am from the HQ and not at the start. No parking at the start except officials. The Start is a short distance from the HQ. Turn left onto the main road outside the HQ and the start is in the first layby on the left just before Bambers Garden centre. After the finish continue to the roundabout and turn right down the road past the start to the HQ.
START: Start on B198 at lamp post no 38b (near Bambers Garden Centre). Proceed North Easterly to turn left at the first roundabout to West Walton Highway. Continue over bridge. At end of a short piece of dual carriageway turn left (signposted A47). Proceed towards bridge and turn left onto A47 westbound towards Wisbech. At shell garage roundabout encircle roundabout to take 4th exit back onto A47eastbound. Take first sliproad to T Junction. EXTREME CARE turn left onto thelynn Road toFINISH at layby just short of junction with B198

LOCAL REGULATIONS

8. U Turns will not be permitted on course or roads adjacent to Start and Finish areas while the race is in progress. Any breaking of this regulation in the first case may mean disqualification from the event. Further cases will be referred to the district committee.

Definition:  A U Turn is defined as a 180 degree turn completed within the highway whilst astride the machine. (It is recommended that the rider(s) should dismount, check the road is clear in both directions, then, with machine walk across the road).

11. Numbers will be at the H.Q. and not at the start, and can be exchanged for a drink after the event.  Note: Riders will be required to sign on before receiving their number.

12. Warming up: No warming up along the course once an event has started.

15. Turbo trainers:  The use of turbo-trainers is banned at all events with a.m. start times.
