Proceed South along A165 via Lissett, 

Beeford, Brandesburton roundabout to Catwick/Leven roundabout (junction with 

B1244) and retrace up to the unclassified road (Carnaby Sticks) to Park Rose 

Pottery. Just after the Carnaby Sticks junction are four trees before the entrance 

to a house; the finish for the 25 mile is at the second of these sycamore trees,
