Course U370 details

Start on the B3092 at entrance to the Frome Showground; proceed to the Blatchbridge roundabout (Rbt) on A361; take 3rd exit on the A361 to Pylon Rbt and take 1st exit (left turn); take 2nd exit at Commerce Park Rbt (straight over); take 3rd exit to turn at the Oldford Rbt (CARE ENTERING RBT - traffic from the right has priority) and retrace to Blatchbridge Rbt. Complete Blatchbridge-Oldford-Blatchbridge circuit TWICE more. After completing the THIRD circuit take 1st exit at Blatchbridge Rbt towards Maiden Bradley to finish opposite start.

Important notes

No warming up on the course after 1st rider has started at 9.03am.

Please sign the official start sheet at the HQ at least 30 minutes before your start. Please do not forget to sign out after your race or you will be registered as a DNF. Please allow 15 minutes to get from the HQ to the start. Leaving the HQ turn right on B3029 and follow for approx. 2 miles to start in the entrance to the Frome Showground. Race numbers are available at HQ and can be exchanged for a drink after your ride, we are accepting contributions for cakes.

No U-turns are permitted near the start/finish area.

It is the rider’s responsibility to keep track of number of Blatchbridge-Oldford-Blatchbridge circuits done.

Please shout out your number at the finish and continue directly to the race HQ at Maiden Bradley.

PLEASE RESPECT THE OWNERS REQUEST FOR NO CYCLING SHOES IN HALL!!

All competitors should use the village hall car park. Additional parking is available on the other side of the B3029. Please show consideration to local residents, and do not block and entrances to driveways etc. Toilets at HQ will be open from 07:30am.

All riders are asked to comply with the following requests. 

Please secure your number carefully in a central position below your waist (Reg. 16) in order that the Timekeeper can see it! 

Do not leave your number flapping – four pins are supplied for each. Please check that your number is still visible if you use a Nopinz type pocket on a skinsuit.

No warming up on the course once the event has started 

No turbo training within 100 m of dwellings. 

Do call your number to the finishing timekeeper or you may be missed!. 

Do keep your head up; be aware of your surroundings and HAVE A SAFE RIDE. 

IN THE INTERESTS OF YOUR OWN SAFETY Cycling Time Trials and the Event Promoters strongly advise you to use a flashing red rear light and wear a HARD SHELL HELMET. In accordance with Regulation 15 ALL JUNIOR competitors must wear protective helmets. 

It is further recommended that a working rear light either flashing or constant is fitted to your machine in a position visible to following road users and is active while the machine is in use
