Course Description R10/12 Raglan - OS References: Sheet 161 - Start 410079  

Start in unclassified road, opposite first drain cover and sign "Primrose Green" east of junction with Raglan rbt. At rbt 
take 1st exit A40 (with care) and in half a mile keep straight ahead on unclassified road (old A40) and proceed towards 
Monmouth to junction with A40, one mile west of Mitchel Troy (4.96 miles) where turn left to join A40. After passing  
Services take 1st left and continue on A40 to finish at  LP WB118 in Layby and immediately before Raglan rbt. (10.068 
miles).
