START 10m north East of telegraph pole on the Great Dunn Fell radar station access road, and at the north side of the entrance to the Christian Centre. Proceed north easterly direction climbing to FINISH adjacent to the last snow pole 5m below the cattle grid and entrance to the NATS radar station.
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Safety Instructions
Local Reg No 5 – In ALL events, competitors prior to starting are not permitted to ride past the finish timekeeper during the duration of the event.
Local Reg No 6 – any competitor making a ‘U’ turn in the vicinity of the start finish will disqualified from the event.

Riders are not allowed to warm up on the course, ahead of the commencement of the event.

Riders must give their numbers at the finish and elsewhere on the course if requested.

Riders must NOT STAND in the road at the start or finish. (This constitutes obstruction and is a breach of regulations).

Riders must NOT ride with their heads down.

Course Safety

The course is a single track road with passing places which is open to traffic at all times.

Sheep may be present on the course.
Rider are encouraged to hand in clothing to be taken to the finish area (at 2,720 feet).
Riders are to extreme care on the decent along the course whilst the race is in progress, the decent must at a slow speed respecting ascending riders.
The course beyond the barrier (Approx 3.5m) is a bridleway and not open to motor vehicles apart from the officials timing the event.
