Twelve of the 30 entries rode the amended course with only one puncture on a day when they might have abounded.  The winning time was slower than in 2016, not surprising due to the weather and the decision to use the slower course, the critical feature is that every rider got round safely, thanks to his or her own carefulness, a comprehensive set of safety signs, a marshal at every likely danger point and the good sense of other road users at the time.
