Notes to competitors
1) At HQ, please read the course risk notice adjacent to the signing-on sheet, for up to date information about the course.

2) Numbers will be at the signing-on sheet in the HQ.

3) EVERY COMPETITOR MUST RETURN TO HQ TO SIGN OUT, and return number.

4) No cycling shoes in the HQ.

5) It is recommended that a working rear light, either flashing or constant, is fitted to the machine in a position clearly visible to following road users and is active while the machine is in use.
6) Please be respectful to the neighbours in the vicinity of the HQ. 

7) Use the HQ toilets.

8) We suggest that you allow approximately 15 minutes to ride to the start from the HQ.

9) DIRECTIONS FROM HQ TO START: LEFT from HQ, RIGHT at mini-roundabout, continue through village to A283, where LEFT and immediately RIGHT for 1/4 mile to Start.

10) Please do not block the entrance to Wappingthorn Manor at the Start which is regularly used.
11) No times will be given at the finish. 

12) DIRECTIONS TO HQ AFTER EVENT: continue to ride, and turn 1st left into Steyning, up High Street. Turn left at mini-roundabout and return to the Hall.

13) No U-turns are to be made within sight of the timekeepers.

14) CTT regulations require the compulsory use of helmets for riders under 18 years old. In the interests of your own safety, Cycling Time Trials and the event promoters strongly advise all competitors to wear a hard-shell helmet that meets internationally accepted safety standards.
