Turn left at 1st exit onto A1301 to
cross straight over next two roundabouts (passing under the A11 flyover) to the Hinxton Hall
roundabout. Straight on here to Sawston roundabout at the junction with the A505. Turn at
Sawston roundabout (12.25m) (Marshal & Checker) to retrace, passing under the A11 to Stump
Cross roundabout. Turn right (Marshal), 2nd exit, on to B1383 and retrace along course to FINISH
at the water gully at centre of green just north of the Chequers PH. (0/S 512289)
