Promoted for and on the behalf of Cycling Time Trials, under their rules and regulations.
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Course V997COVID - Start on the west side of Holme Village approximately 200 yards from Lane Hamlet, at crack in causeway paving stones, in line with the western end of green seat, 20 yard west of bus turning circle. Proceed through Lane hamlet, to short descent and across S-bend bridge Continue in a westward direction for a further 1.4 miles 

To finish opposite sign “Welcome to Holme Valley in Kirklees” sign Altitude 524m (1719 ft) 

Distance (1.85 miles) Ascent – 675 feet climb. Average Gradient: 9.54%

Important note – in some previous years we have struggled with visibility so in the event of bad weather at 14.00 a decision will be made to stop the event short or continue to top. 
Signing on – at the bus turning circle at west end of village Please use the toilets opposite the Fleece Inn unless you become a customer as the pub is busy with meals on a lunchtime. The toilets are cleaned by the pub and are therefore of high standard.
In line with regulations there will be no refreshments this year
Riders will be able to purchase Tea and Coffee from café/shop at the side of the pub, and other drinks in the pub.
Parking - There is a large car park at the summit. There is additional road side parking down Fieldhead Lane, this requires an acute right hand turn when entering the village from Holmfirth. Please remember that villagers had to contend with Le Tour 2014 so please don’t park in front of their houses, or aggravate them in any way.
Do not park on the road that is part of the course therefore spoiling the event or 200 yards either side of the start There will be no results board

It is recommended that a working rear light, either flashing or constant, is fitted to the machine in a position clearly visible to following road users, and is active whilst the machine is in use. 


The availability of a rear working light can be essential

No warming up on the course after the start of the event. Please have a rear light available. We may have to restrict the length of the event if visibility is poor.
I have not applied for the alternative course this year as the entry was too large when applying to the police
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Please read important changes due to Covid. Social distancing rules apply
I know we all skim read start sheets but please note these items
The start is changed to a flat part of the road prior to the hill, there will be no pusher off
0.2 miles there are often cars parked outside houses at the opposite side of the road in “Lane hamlet” you will have right of way but please take care

0.4 miles bridge on left hand bend you must keep to your left. Anyone crossing the white line will receive a 30 second penalty. There will be an observer

0.5 miles sharp righthand bend again you must keep to your left. Anyone crossing the white line will receive a 30 second penalty. There will be an observer.

The finish is in the usual place, which many will know is flat. There will be no marshal catching riders.
On signing on please take the pen that you use. If the weather is good you will sign out at the top just past the finish. A further pen will be available. Again, please take the pen with you.
There will be no presentation in the Fleece Inn or the usual refreshments, however the pub will be open to you as customers afterwards, though this will be in accordance with the Covid regulations applying in Kirklees that only allow members of one household to meet in a group. The results will be on the website asap after the event.

As far as I know the toilets will be open in the village and possibly the shop attached to the pub will also be open.

Please consider where you are parking so as not to annoy the residents, they are a small very community-based village. We don’t want to spoil the event for future years. The car park at the summit will fit at least 40 cars. There is ample parking on Fieldhead Lane which is first right when entering the village from Holmfirth. There is another car park 0.5miles down Fieldhead Lane.
No parking near the start Please follow the regulations. I expect the police to witness the event.
