Course Amendment Notice
Unfortunately, due to emergency water main repairs on the part of Welsh Water, there is now a set of traffic lights on the B4203, just before the turn onto Bromyard Down. Therefore, we are amending the course to avoid this section of road. The section of course across Bromyard Down, Bringsty Common, Knightwick and up Ankerdine Hill, will be replaced with a two-lap circuit of Stanford Bank and Clifton Upon Teme. New course details are included with this message.
Safety Notice

Riders, please note that the B4204, through Clifton Upon Teme, is narrow with many bends, and has some fast down hill sections. Take particular care through the village centre, there are shops and there will be pedestrians and parked cars.

The first lap left turn onto a “C” class road, just before Ham Bridge, also needs care as it is at the bottom of a steep descent. This will be signed and marshals will be present, but please take care.
As a general notice, riders are reminded to take care throughout the whole course, they are responsible for their own safety, and that of other road users. At all times must consider prevailing conditions, be that, road, weather or other road users. Marshals are stationed at key points and turns within the race, but are only there to advise and show direction. They will not stop traffic. 
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
