However, the riders seemed to remain remarkably cheerful, many commenting that they were happy just to have the chance to compete in these challenging times. 
Some were having their second ride of the day having done the equally wet Chippenham and District Wheelers event out of Laycock in the morning. 
Despite these challenges there were some excellent performances.
Given the inclement conditions, which perhaps worsened a little as the event wore on it isn’t surprising that Rob Gough’s course record of 1.47.8 remains intact, as does Anna Fischer’s female record of 2.20.5. There were some cracking rides though, with one course record being comprehensively broken!
Fastest rider was Junior, Tom Williams, with U23, Thomas Arkell just over a second behind. Fastest woman was Bexy Drew with Louise Hart 4 seconds back. In the Vet’s categories V40, Steve Stonelake was 7th overall, four seconds ahead of Glyn Griffiths who is still recovering from a fractured wrist. V 50, Steve Thomas was equal 19th in the very respectable time of 2.18.4. Veteran riders obviously thrive at Bristol Road Club, and it helps if your name is Steve! There was a small field in the V60 category won by Vince Ellis, returning after a long period away from the sport. Welcome back!
Juvenile racer, Finlay Hawker produced the ride of the day with a time of 2.01.7. The juvenile record previously stood at 2.14.7 which gives an idea of the quality of Finlay’s ride. And he would have been equal 4th in the senior race! Finlay Hawker is obviously someone to keep an eye on.
