· One Rider one prize – Except Team Prize
Course: S45/30S - description

This event is being run on the S45/30S course.

Start on Lizard Village Green on A3083 (GR704124). Proceed north to Culdrose Roundabout (M), giveway and take second exit onto B3293 signed "St. Keverne". At War Memorial Roundabout in  Garras (M), giveway and take third exit on B3293 towards ST. Keverne. Remain on the B3293, passing Zoar Garage to the Coverack turn, where turn right (M) onto B3294 signed Coverack. After 400metres turn left (M) onto unclassifed road and then after a further 300 metres turn left again (M), giveway, back onto B3293. Retrace route to War Memorial Roundabout (M), giveway and take first exit signed "Helston". At Culdrose Roundabout (M), giveway and take first exit signed "Lizard" and retrace route on A3083. Finish opposite the start on Lizard Village Green.

Intermediate mileages – Culdrose roundabout … 7.8 and 22.5 miles,

War memorial roundabout….9.2 and 21.2 miles       Coverack turn 15 miles
Please note at approx. 4.5 miles there is a decent with an S bend please take this with caution and again at approx. 26 miles there is the same S bend but from the other direction. Care is advised!
