Proceed Northeastwards for approximately 0.5 mile where turn left, still on B3275. Continue northeastwards on B3275 through Ladock and Newmills to turn at Brighton Roundabout. Retrace outward route through Newmills and Ladock. Finish at a point 5 yards before a field gate and 0.25 mile North of, and prior to, the B3275/Probus to Tresillian Road junction. (GR SW 887476) Intermediate distance: - Brighton Cross 5.4 miles
