Course Details:  Sunday 11th July 2021– U22a Norton Manor
Start at the exit road of Norton Manor Camp, proceed to the junction with the A358 where bear left, follow the A358 to the Cotford St Luke Roundabout where straight on to New roundabout at Bishops Lydeard/West Somerset Railway where straight on. Continue on A358 to junction with B3224 where turn left and follow road to Cross Roads at Elworthy where take small slip to join B3188 and continue through the hamlet of Ford to Wiveliscombe junction with B3227 where turn Left to roundabout on the outskirts of Wiveliscombe (current turn of the Wellington Whlrs 10) where straight on. Continue on B3227 to Milverton Roundabout where bear left through Preston Bowyer, Hillcommon, and bear left off B3227into Dene Road signposted Cotford St Luke and continue to first roundabout junction with Graham Way straight over up short hill to 2nd roundabout junction with Graham Way. Continue straight on to finish approx 300yds on left at farm gate. Finish just short of farm gate. Distance approx. 21 miles
