Course Details L309
Start at land drain grate at east end of lay by on A59, 0.38 miles east of the Clitheroe  roundabout (junction with A671). Proceed east on A59 up Sawley Brow and through Gisburn (Care at mini roundabout) to roundabout junction with A56 (15.08 m). Encircle roundabout and retrace along A59 through Gisburn to finish at entrance to gate and adjacent to sign ‘A59 ½’ in the middle of lay by situated 0.43m east of Clitheroe roundabout (junction A671) and 0.05 m east of the start (30.03m)

The following Local Regulations have been approved by the National Committee in accordance with regulation 38. any breaches may lead to disciplinary action

CTT Regulation 17: Signing-on Sheet and Signing-Out Sheet:
(a)The competitors in all events must make themselves aware of any special safety instructions for the event and sign the official Signing-on Sheet when collecting their number

(b) In open (Type A) events a competitor must return to the events HQ either during the event or within a reasonable time after the last rider has finished the event and must (i) return their number and (ii) sign the official Signing-out Sheet.
(Local Reg no 5)
In all events competitors, prior to starting, are not permitted to ride past the finish timekeeper during the duration of the event

(Local Reg no 6)

Riders making U-turns in the vicinity of the start and finish area will be disqualified from the event
(Local Reg no 15)

Riders must keep to the left-hand side of the road except when overtaking. Failure to comply with the above may lead to disqualification
In addition to the above

Riders must not stand in the road at the start or finish (this constitutes an obstruction and is a breach of regulation 49)

Riders must give their number at the finish and elsewhere on the course when requested

Riders must not ride with their heads down. Regulation 50
 Regulation 14 :-
All competitors must have illuminated front and rear lights on their cycle -
(i) No competitor shall be permitted to start either a Type A or Type B event unless such competitor has affixed to the rear of their machine a working rear red light, either flashing or constant, that is illuminated and in a position that is clearly visible to other road users.
(j) No competitor shall be permitted to start either a Type A or Type B event unless such competitor has affixed to the front of their machine a working front white light either flashing or constant, that is illuminated and in a position that is clearly visible to other road users.

Regulation 15. Protective Helmets

All competitors must wear a properly affixed helmet which must be of hard/soft shell construction. Helmets should conform to a recognised Standard such as SNELL B95, ANSI Z90.4, AUS/NZS 2063:96, DIN 33-954, CPSC or EN1078. It is the responsibility of the rider to:
(a) Select a helmet that offers protection against head injury and does not restrict rider’s vision or hearing.
(b) Ensure that the helmet is properly fitted, is undamaged and in good condition.

Please note riders without a working front light or rear light or a helmet will not be allowed to start
Attention all competitors

Please note that all competitors are now required personally to sign the signing out sheet when returning their number.
Failure to do so will result in the competitor being recorded as DNF.

Directions to Start

Turn right from HQ into Wiswell Lane, turn left at junction with A671, proceed to roundabout and take 2nd exit onto A59, direction Skipton. Proceed along A59 through McDonalds roundabout and Clitheroe roundabout (A671). The start is in lay by 0.38 m east of the Clitheroe roundabout.
WARNING
Take care at new roundabout on A59 at junction with Sabden road, give way to traffic from the right.

Take care at Mini Roundabout Junction with A682 in Gisburn, give way to traffic turning into A682from Skipton.

Take extra care at roundabout with A56 give way to traffic from the right.
