Procedure During the Event:
You Must Use a rear and front light & it must be switched on 
If caught, ease back; do not take pace on the wheel of the rider who caught you If passing a rider please make sure the effort is enough to pass completely
Look where you are going, keep your head up & please don't hog the carriageway, keep to the inside lane at all times.

If you do have a mechanical, and some of know how long it takes to walk back from the furthest point on the course, please find a safe place to wait off the carriage way, as one of our starting Marshalls has offered to do a sweep of the course and collect trouble bodies, it would also be handy that if you get back to HQ and you have seen someone in this predicament to let one of the other HQ helpers know. 

There will be tea and coffee after the ride and cakes that are being made by our CCR member, and any donations for the cake will go to the CCR charity of choice which is St Wilfred’s Hospice.


The preferred and safe route to the start: To ride to the Start: Turn Left upon leaving the HQ and allow at least five minutes getting to the Start. There is no need to go back & forth to the start as we do not move it once the event has started. 

Please note there may be a Marshall stopping you at the top of the start ramp on the bridge to ensure we do not block the slip road completely 
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The preferred and safe route back to the HQ; After the finish proceed to Ham Barn roundabout and take the third exit, proceed along the B3006 to return to HQ and car park.
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COURSE NUMBER: P884b/25
Distance: 25 miles ~ Short Description: Longmoor / Petersfield / Liphook / A3
Start on the Hard shoulder on the southbound slip road to the A3 at Longmoor (A325) three metres from the start of the Armco barrier.  Proceed to the slip road onto the southbound A3 towards Petersfield'
At Ham Barn Roundabout (1.6m) take the second exit towards Petersfield, passing the exit for West Liss at 3.2m, the Midhurst exit (A272) and the Winchester (A272) and take the Buriton exit at 8.1miles.
Follow slip road and take first exit on roundabout (8.04 miles) to rejoin A3 north.  Keep left here and take care to rejoin A3 towards London Guildford and continue along A3 passing exit for Winchester (A272) the Midhurst exit (A272) and the exit for West Liss, to Ham Barn Roundabout (15.1 miles).
Approaching Ham Barn Roundabout stay in the middle lane, take 2nd Exit and proceed North on A3 passing the exit slip road at Longmoor Interchange (signposted A325 Farnham), Griggs Green.  At the third turning (20.1 miles) take the left turn signposted Haslemere/Liphook B2171, and continue over the flyover taking the left turn, over the flyover and next left onto the slip road to rejoin the A3 in a southerly direction (signposted Petersfield/Portsmouth).
Retrace along A3 southbound towards the Ham Barn Roundabout passing the Griggs Green turning (22 mile) and pass the starting area at Longmoor to finish at the entrance on the lay-by approximately 600 yards north of Ham Barn roundabout (25 miles).
Distance from Start to Finish 1.3miles ~ Headquarters will be at Greatham Village Hall 

Please take care when joining the carriageway at Buriton and Liphook, also crossing the Main Ham Barn roundabout you must give way to traffic coming from the right and follow the highway code at all times
