COURSE D22/1

Start at lampost #7 on A54, 25 yds east of Broxton Island. Proceed to Broxton Island where left along A41 to Hampton Heath Island; take 2nd 

exit on A41 to Grindley Brook (9.62m) and take 1st exit onto A49 to Ridley Green (18.43) where left onto A543 to finish at yellow hydrant on left, 

265 yds beyound milestone "Broxton 1 mile", 3/4 mile short of start. Once finished , carry on A534 to Broxton Island for HQ. The route is signed 

but there will only be marshalls at the turns to show you the way. Please familiarise yourself with the course so there's no surprises. Be aware 

there is some frost damage to the roads in various places - keep your eyes out for potholes. HEADS UP - SAFE RIDE

HQ is at Farndon Sports & Social Club, Sibbersfield Ln, Farndon, Chester CH3 6NX , accessible from 13:00. Numbers sign in / out etc will take 

place there as well as results and refreshments. Turn right out of the HQ and then left onto the A534 where straight across the roundabout to the 

start. Distance from HQ to start is  3.8 miles , mainly uphill so allow plenty of time. Please do not U-turn in the vicinity of the start , it's a fast 

road with limited visibility. Turn in Old Coach road and come back down the hill.

Important Notices to all riders

All competitors must wear a properly affixed helmet of a hard/soft shell construction. No competitor shall be permitted to 

start the event unless such competitor has affixrd to the front and rear of their machine working lights, flashing or constant, 

that is illuminated and in a position that is clearly visible to other road users.

Promoted for and on behalf of CTT under their rules and regulations.

Event Organiser - Chris Hanson-Jones , 115 Heath Road South , Weston , Runcorn ,WA7 4QH to whom any complaints should be made within 48hrs of the event.

It is an offence for a competitor in any event to use or to have administered any proscribed substance that might affect their competitive 

performance.

Please do not leave your pride and joy unattended. The organisers or CTT can accept no liability for loss or damage to cycles associated with the 

event.

Remember that all the timekeepers, marshalls, organisers have all given up their riding time to help so, if we get 

something wrong , be nice , tell us and we'll get it right next time. In the meantime , have a safe ride , enjoy yourself 

and we hope to see you September 3rd on the D10/1 at Rainford for our next event. On behalf of the Frodsham Wheelers 

, thanks for taking part.

To make the prize money more accessible we have seeded riders into groups based upon your best 25 time as per your 

entry. Your group is noted alongside your name on the start sheet so you're effectively racing the other people in your 

group. Winner of each group in the solo event wins £20. Winner of the TTT gets £40.

Please ensure you have signed on before the start. Numbers and Signing on sheets are located in the event headquarters. Cakes and brews 

available at the finish.
